to appoint a Primary and Secondary Authorised Representative, and
provide contact details to NZX, to act as a designated point of contact for
NZX and NZ RegCo to engage with an Issuer on operational and
regulatory matters related to the Rules including time critical
communications

e Introduce a requirement for the Primary Authorised Representative for
Equity Issuers to undertake training on the role and rule obligations,
within six months of appointment and at intervals thereafter

e Provide clarity on where and how Issuers, that are required to produce
and publish climate statements, can publish and disclose such
information

accordance with the Rules.
